The case has come to 
its conclusion and a final order was entered on February 12, 2024, which is attached 
hereto along with a memorandum summarizing the case by outside counsel. This item is 
being brought to the attention of the Board for the purpose of informing the Board of the 
status of the case as well as seeking instruction on next steps.
